All About Me

Our body

Children learn about their bodies, about different body parts and
what they are useful for, as well as encouraging children to consider
how bodies change from when we are a baby. Children will also
consider how and why we are all unique and different from one
another.

Forces

Children will learn the basics of forces. Including how we can apply
force to an object and how the nature and materials of an object
can dictate how it responds to forces and conditions.

Tell Me a Tale

Materials

Children will discover, with their senses, the materials around them
every day. Children will begin to use vocabulary to describe
different materials and also learn how and why materials can
change. Children will see where some materials come from - both
natural and man-made.

Into the Woods

Insects and invertebrates

Children will learn about insects and invertebrates using pictures
and film clips of insects. Children will also learn about their habitats
and go on an insect hunt.

Space

Children will be encouraged to star-gaze and understand more
about what is in Space, and what happens in Space. They will also
find out a little more about how Space travel is conducted by
learning about rockets.

Weather and Seasons

Children will learn about the different seasons in the UK and the
weather that comes with them. They will recognise, measure and
record different weather types and also consider how we need to
be careful in different seasons.

Within the idea of machinery, children can also
think about different types of transport and how we use these.

Plants

Children will explore plants. They will learn about how plants are made,
where they come from and how to look after them. They will make a
start on thinking about why plants are so important and learn some key
vocabulary about different parts of plants.
